What to Bring: 

• 3-4 changes of clothes for the week 

• warm jacket, sweatshirt/sweaters 

• Rain Jacket 

• hat, sunscreen 30 SPF (or higher)  

• swimsuit, towel 

• old shoes, sandals, or crocs to wear in the river  

• running shoes for field games 

• sleeping bag, pillow, pajamas 

• extra blanket (nights can get cold)  

• bathroom stuff: toothbrush, soap, shampoo 

• bug repellent 

• bible, if you have one… don’t go buy one special 

• water bottle  

• flashlight or headlamp 

• camera – optional  

• Reusable masks (personal choice – not required) 

What NOT to bring 

• fancy, hard-to-clean clothes 

• snacks that you do not want to share 

• clothing with offensive ads/ decals 

• cigarettes, alcohol, marijuana or other illicit drugs
